SYNOPSIS

Albania, present day. Juli, Ben and Nora live snall, far off village where their entire familiegre exiled
during the country’s half-century of communist ruebig, green neon sign that reads 'Bota’ (Albaria
‘world") hangs above the door of the one-floor chféxt to this charming hideaway is a mysteriousrky
swamp.

The caféis run by the fast talking Ben, early 40's, yet iieml heart is Ben's waitress cousin, Juli, late
twenties. Juli dreams of leaving the desolate sviamepto pursue art but is unable as she takesofdrer
aging grandmother, Noje.

Juli constantly presses Ben for answers as to Whppened to her missing brother, Pandi. ThoughiPand
regularly sends money home, Juli has not heard fr@m brother since he took a trip with Ben to
Greece. Behind the back of his depressed wife, Bita juggles an affair with Juli's best friende tively
and lost Nora, mid-twenties.

In the space of a single week, things begin to geawmhen a two-lane highway under construction némers
café area.

As the section of highway gets closer to Bota, itttebitants of this place that have suffered sohmuc
trauma, have a final night of celebration and fioeg. Mili tells Phillip of the dark day long agohen
several top government officials and camp witnesga® shot and dumped into the nearby swamp. Shis i
the lasting wound that continues to haunt the lawed dreams of Juli, Ben & Nora.

A simple phone mistake forces Ben to reveal to thalt her missing brother is serving time in a Gried
after a failed crime spree. Pandi will not be reéghfor another nine years. Juli is devastatedamlthat it
was the jailed Pandi who insisted this secret Ip¢ kem her.

The following night Nora tries to take Pandi’s mgrieom Ben to give to Juli. As she removes the dasm
Ben’s hiding place, Nora is accidentally killed Bgn who believes he has stopped a robbery. Anlytter
destroyed Ben buries Nora in the swamp.

Juli confronts her horrifying memory when as a seyear old she watched her mother's bones beiregl lif
from the bottom of the water. Exhausted Juli returome only to find out that her grandmother, Nbpes
died. When it rains, it pours.

The following day, after Noje's funeral and justssing Mili, Juli stands waiting for a bus to thebahian
capital. She doesn’t look back.

After Ben disappears, it is left up to his wifetdito open the doors of cafe Bota as the firstocners from
the newly opened highway begin to arrive.
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DIRECTOR'S STATEMENT

No matter how hard we try to forget, our past iweals present and influences us in the oddest of
circumstances.

The three years | worked on the UNDER CONSTRUCTI@dumentary series inspired me to delve deep
into my Balkan heritage and to wonder: What areddiéy confrontations and lingering traumas of naeal
woman, born and raised in extreme circumstances?ddes one survive? How do we go on?

With this foundation | intend to create a vivid amshest portrait of the Albanian people. To captwotonly

the surface dramas but also the tiny nuances #ilgct the lasting truth of these radiant and depe
people.

BOTA, my first fictional film will most resemble eontemporary DAYS OF HEAVEN, with spare, precise
framing that will move at times from wide vistasexxtreme close-up’s of objects amid naturalistitirsgs.

I'd like to imbue BOTA (the Albanian word for ‘waf) with the real sense of a fever dream, sometimes
silent in sections, and by utilizing colour, spdaht and sound to illuminate the very specifiogeaphy of
this desolate region where time has its own unjzpee and rhythm.

| strongly feel that BOTA while opening a windowthre little known Albania, will also have an apptaéll
people who will see a reflection of their own stleg the world over.

CABBALE is also a "family novel", fuelled by inneonflict, a feeling of persecution, dread and pssies.
Through the story of JULIEN SCHULMANN and his absernother PIERRE, the film explores questions
about origins, duality, ghosts, false identitiesutl, dissimulation and simulation, hallucinationda
paranoia; questions which are, in my view, essktianodern cinema. The singularity of cinema is, |
believe, to explore the inner workings of the ljdidouble agents" and "schizophrenics" who shake th
foundations of identity by generating doubt.

SYNOPSIS

Rosarno is an agricultural community of 15,000 pedp Calabria, the middle of the mafia-controlled
southernmost tip of Italy. It is one of the placdsere mostly illegal immigrants from Africa and Eas
Europe work on the Italian orange harvests thaplyuporthern Europe. More than 2,000 of them livelie
Rosarno area alone. According to UNHCR their livomgpditions do not even meet the standards foigesfu
camps in crisis zones. On th8 @f January 2010 a couple of young ltalian men fRasarno shoot from a
passing car at two African immigrant workers, legvihem heavily injured. During the following night
hundreds of African immigrants devastate the cépte. Clashes between the immigrants and groups of
Italian citizens, who want to drive the Africanst @ Rosarno, follow. The police intervene. 67 parsare
left injured. After three days of violence, all A&fan immigrants get deported from the area by tie@in
buses, bringing them to detention centers in othemts of Italy. The documentary animation movie
“CLASH?!" tells the story of these riots in Rosarfalowing four people, two African immigrants andd
Italians, who's lives take a dramatic turn duehe tlashes. Eric is 26 years old and coming frorarah
After having fled over the Mediterranean to Itahg now lives for almost two years in Rosarno. Hevks
the place and works as an Orange picker, hopimgaee on to Germany one day. A couple of weeks &go h
met Saikou. The Senegalese is a little older tham dhd has just arrived at Rosarno. He was held wp
detention camp for the last six months, before beg his papers recognizing him as a political gefel
Without money or a place to turn to, he followed thmors that promised work on the Orange plamtatio
Rosarno.

Eric witnesses the first shots that are fired & ohhis friends. He directly calls Giuseppe, aflidh who is
known among the Africans at Rosarno for helpingrtteince many years. Peppe and his friend Michele
instantly drive to the hospitals where the woundétcans are brought to. Just a couple of hoursrltte
revolt breaks out in Rosarno: the Africans builddblocks and burn cars. Because of their experience
through the work with the immigrants, Giuseppe &fidhele become suddenly unofficial coordinators
between personal doctors Without Bordetrgournalists and immigrants during the followingyts and
days.

After two days off state of emergency at Rosarnims€ope and Michele are helping Eric and Saikou to
escape from the town. Eric takes a train withatitket to Rome and carries on to Germany withowiritaa
passport, whilst Saikou is brought together witmynathers to a detention camp in Bari by the poiice
busses. One year later he will have returned t@fRoso pick Oranges again.

The film can go from an interview to the adtexzent or
right into a dream without a change in its visugles and thereby creating a very smooth and uhifie
storytelling.

In the end, this film lies in its form somewherebetween documentary and fictional drama baseckah r
events, which is also a motivation for me to push limits of cinematic form and storytelling, folng
great examples like the acclaimed films “Waltz wa&shir” or “Persepolis”.
